The year 2008 has arrived and the Green Hill management team is busy planning and preparing during
January and February for another fantastic year at the club. The Board of Directors is grateful that more than 460
members have pledged their approval of the club by continuing their memberships to take advantage of all of the
wonderful things that go on at Green Hill.

Please take note of the following information as there are some new programs and policies that are being
introduced this season:

Membership Cards

All adult members will be receiving a plastic membership card with their name on the front and a magnetic
strip on the back. If parents want their children to have a card, please contact Dana (ext. 111) or Donna (Ext. 3),
and one will be made up for the cost of $1 per card.

Please have the card with you when you come to the club. The card will serve as identification for signing in
at the pool, restaurant, and golf pro shop so that all member and guest charges will be accurate. As with anything
new, there will be an adjustment period, but the net result will be added value to your membership.

Membership Referral Program

The Board of Directors has decided to embark upon a membership drive to further enhance the base of
membership that is so critical to the financial success of the club.

The best advocates for the club are you, the current members, and the BOD wants to give you an incentive for
signing up new members. And what better incentive than money!! The following credits will be applied to a current
member’s account with every new member that he/she helps to sign up:

Capital Improvements Program

A recent article in Golf Business Magazine indicated that the most difficult operating aspect of the private
club sector, particularly among the clubs with “low” dues structures, is maintaining a consistent capital
improvements program. Projects on the golf course, clubhouse, pool and tennis courts are often delayed years as
there is no money set aside to achieve results. The net effect is that the club’s value declines in the eyes of the
consumer and membership levels start to suffer.

The Green Hill Board of Directors understood the need for capital improvements and took action 3 years ago
by starting a capital fund through a monthly $10 charge to each member. The program has been invaluable as
there have been numerous needs over those 3 years, some of them emergency repairs (lightning strikes, HVAC
units needing replacement) and some structural (the finishing of the pool concrete deck and the wood deck around
the clubhouse). While the fee can seem petty at times, the results have been very significant!

In 2008 the BOD has decided to upgrade the Capital Improvements Program to take into consideration a
more long term approach to deal with not only the immediate pressing needs of the clubhouse and golf course, but
a thorough long term approach.

The membership will receive a notice detailing this new program the first week of February. It will show the
comprehensive approach necessary to elevate the “atmosphere and experience” to the level that Green Hill
members should expect. The goal is to progress into the future with a consistent commitment to the

structural assets that the club possesses.
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My door is open, so please let me know what I, ora  nyone here at Green Hill, can do to make you
want to come out and enjoy your club!
